Every year, we
negotiate with the Governor over wages for the next fiscal year. These raises must
be put in the budget by the Governor and approved by the Legislature during the
General Session. Our fight to stop the staffing crisis continues year round during
negotiations in the fall, the Legislative Session from January to April and through off
session organizing and advocacy with elected officials and community allies.

Since January of 2019, we have won over 8% in pay increases. Without
the hard work of AFSCME Maryland members at the bargaining table and
in Annapolis, these raises wouldn't have happened.

Did You Know?

The Right to Representation: You have the right to have union representation
in any investigatory meeting that may lead to discipline, or any disciplinary
hearing, discussion, conference, or meeting. First you must ask if the meeting
could lead to discipline. If the answer is anything but a clear, firm no, you are
entitled to representation. Contact your shop steward or our main office to be

connected with the nearest shop steward (410-547-1515)
